Dear Cedarville Church Family,

As you may be aware, via the surveys you've seen recently in bulletins
and the Cross Beams, the Worship Committee was seeking to discern
whether or not to retain the Summer Worship Schedule for the Fall and
beyond. We have decided against retaining the current summer
schedule. However, there has been much happening, much prayer and
dialogue by and among the members of the Worship Committee, the
members of the Education Committee, Sunday school teachers, your
lay leader and your pastor as we have sought to discern our direction.
Here is the result of that prayerful dialogue as we prepare for the Fall:

Let me share with you some of
what has been happening that
has led us to prayerfully arrive
at this schedule. A gathering of
folks, who are planning for the
Contemporary Worship service,
began to envision how that
worship service might be used
to attract more families with
young children. As we talked
about that, we envisioned
families, who do not currently
attend church and may not
have a relationship with the
Lord, raising the question, “So,
what do you have for my
child(ren) to do while I am in
worship?” From that came the
idea to offer a “children’s
church”-type opportunity during
the Contemporary Worship
service.

In the meantime, the Worship
Committee was praying and
discussing and seeking
feedback from the congregation
regarding your thoughts on the
suggestions that had been
made about keeping the current
summer worship schedule. The
number of survey responses
received (35, with some for and
some against keeping the
current summer schedule),
could not be considered a
significant representation of the
congregation upon which to
base a decision. However, after
taking into consideration the

pros and cons raised, and after
prayer and dialogue, it was
decided that we should not
keep the summer schedule (in
which 9:00 was Traditional
Worship and 11:00 was
Contemporary Worship).

During this same time, the
Education Committee was
working to secure leadership for
Sunday school at all age levels.
Some folks were sensing a
need to step down from
teaching after having offered
their gifts of teaching for several
years and simply needed a
break. We give thanks for all
that they have offered to our
Sunday school students (adults,
youth, and children) over the
years.

In the midst of the dialogue, it
became clear that it would be
quite challenging to offer a kid-
friendly opportunity during
Contemporary Worship and
also staff our children’s Sunday
school following the
Contemporary Worship hour. In
addition, there was the concern
that the worship hour option
might actually draw some
children out of Sunday school,
with some families having their
children attend the worship
hour option and then not the
Sunday school hour. This was
not necessarily viewed
negatively, but simply would
add to the children’s Sunday
school enrollment concern.

Again, with prayer and
dialogue, every option was
considered with an openness to
hear the pros and cons to a
variety of alternatives that were
proposed. As you might guess,
there was/is no one direction
that will be completely
satisfying to everyone, nor be

without some drawbacks. So,
with much prayer leading up to
our Education Committee
meeting, and much give and
take over various options, we
have come out of this process
with input from the members of
the Worship Committee, the
members of the Education
Committee, former and current
Sunday school teachers, some
of our youth, your lay leader
and your pastor, with the fall
worship times and educational
opportunities schedule as listed
on the front page of this letter.

The CedarKidz program will be
a multi-age educational offering
for children aged 4 through
grade 6 (younger children will
continue to be cared for in the
Nursery), and our Sunday
School teachers are excited
about it. It will have not only
consistent helpers who will get
to know and nurture the
children but also a rotating
team of teachers who will be
involved no more than one
Sunday per month. This will
enable those teachers who
worship in the Contemporary
service to continue to do so the
majority of the time. This
program will be offered year
round, but unlike the traditional
classroom-based Sunday
School model (where teachers
were expected to prepare 40 or
so weekly lessons), each team
of teachers will prepare just 12
lessons over the course of the
year.

Because we (and I) care deeply
about each person who seeks
to grow spiritually and in biblical
knowledge through Sunday
school, we began with the
desire to seek a solution that

cared for every need and every
person who attends Sunday
school regularly. Alas, the
“perfect” solution was not to be
found, as yet, anyway. But, |
continue to rejoice that there
are so many adults and youth
here at Cedarville who do not
see Sunday school as a “Kids
Only” event.

With this in mind, we are hoping
to utilize the time slot
immediately following
Contemporary Worship to
gather the adults who currently
attend Sunday school and also
attend Contemporary Worship,
for study. Those adults of whom
we are aware, either have
youth, no children needing child
care, or nursery-aged children
who would be cared for in the
existing nursery structure
during that time frame. We are
actively seeking input on and
leadership for this option.

After listening to the concerns,
and subsequent prayerful
consideration, both for those
who are already worshipping
here at Cedarville UMC, as well
as our need, always, to offer
ministry that draws people,
including families with young
children, to a relationship with
our Lord, we will offer this new
worship and education
schedule beginning Sunday,
September 12.

We, and I, will continue to work
to meet the needs expressed in
this process and are open to
hearing your thoughts as we
move forward.

Stroke Warning Signs

Sudden confusion, trouble
speaking or understanding.

Sudden severe headache with
no know cause.

If you or someone with you has
one or more of these signs,
don't delay! Immediately call 9-
1-1 or emergency medical
services(EMS) number so an
ambulance - ideally with
advanced life support - can be
sent for you.
